(CSAC). If you have completed 16+ units of college-level coursework at LPC the
Financial Aid Office will send your GPA automatically to CSAC. If you have not
completed 16+ units of college-level coursework at LPC, contact your high
school to complete a Cal Grant GPA Verification Form
(www.csac.ca.gov/how-apply).

Financial Aid Assistance at Las Positas

California College Promise Grant (CCPG) formerly known as the
Board of Governors Fee Waiver (BOGW)

AB 19 California College Promise Scholarship, Cal Grant, SSCG1,
SSCG2, and Chafee Grant.

Las Positas Scholarships
Outside Scholarships

If you are AB 540 eligible you may be considered for a fee waiver,
various state grants, and scholarships.

Fee Waiver: means your enrollment fees are paid for. It is not a cash
value.

Grants: are awards based on financial need that do not need to be
paid back.

Scholarships: free money that you do not have to pay back, based on
merit, talent, or affiliation.

You will receive less
money if you are enrolled in less than full-time.
You will be awarded a SSCG1 or SSCG2 only if you receive a Cal Grant.
